Go over the WPYB Sportsmanship Pledges for Parents and for Players with all the parents and players on my
team, and get their agreement to follow those pledges during the season.

Be prepared to intervene in any sportsmanship issues caused by the parents or players on my team, if these issues
disrupt any game and cause the game’s umpire to take action to resolve them.

Insist on a drug-, alcohol-, and tobacco-free sports environment for all children and agree to assist by refraining
from their use at all WPYBL games, practices and events.
